Pledge of Allegiance.
Approval of Minutes.  Mr. Lasky moved to approve the minutes of the August 4, 2012 meeting.  Mr. Buksa seconded.  Motion approved 4-0.
Preliminary Hearings.  
BZA 12-007.  John Panas, 9917 Tangelewood

Mr. Panas appeared for preliminary hearing on request for a developmental standards variance from Munster Town Code Section 26-151 (a) (1). The Code states that any building construction shall be no less than seven feet from a swimming pool. Applicant proposes to construct an extension to the house at the above location in which a covered over hang and posts supporting the same will extend to within approximately three feet of their swimming pool.

Applicant presented plans and specifications for the proposed swimming pool.  Applicant asked if it would be acceptable for him to place the posts in the designated location so that the landscaper could use them for points of reference pending outcome of hearing on the variance request with the understanding that he would remove the posts if the variance was not granted.  There was unanimous consensus by the Board of Zoning Appeals that he could place the posts where designated at his risk, with the understanding the posts would be removed if the variance is not granted.

Mr. Buksa moved to set the matter for public hearing at the next regular meeting of the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Mr. Lasky seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

Public Hearings.   
BZA 12-006 CVS Pharmacy, 801 Calumet Avenue

Applicant had requested a developmental standards variance for additional wall signage.  Applicant did not appear.  It was noted that this was the second time continuance that has been granted in this matter.  
Mr. Buksa moved to continue the matter to the next regular meeting with the understanding that this is the last continuance which will be granted and that if Applicant does not appear the matter will be dropped for the BZA agenda.  Mr. Lasky seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.
