MOSQUITO CONTROL IN MUNSTER

Each year, the Town of Munster takes an integrapgtoach to control-
ling the mosquito population. The combined effaftthe Town and
residents are key to reducing populations. Two mibgdporne illnesses
of concern for Indiana residents are West Nile ¥iand Zika Virus.
Please see the tips below for how you can asseiritrolling mosquito
populations and reducing your risk of bites.

Help Eliminate Mosquitoes in Your Yard

Empty, remove, cover, or turn over receptacles withpotential to hold
water. Clean bird baths twice weekly. Discardtiigs or store them
indoors. Repair leaky plumbing and outside faucétake sure gutters
and downspouts are free of blockage and are psogeaining. Fill
holes in trees with sand. Empty your pets’ watshes daily. Drain or
fill low areas on your property that hold water foore than three days.

Ways to Reduce Mosquito Bites

Wear light-colored clothing, long-sleeved shirtgamkets and long
slacks. Avoid mosquito-infested areas or stay amslevhen mosquitoes
are most active. Avoid physical exertion and uslegnes and perfumes
sparingly, as these may attract mosquitoes. Useuito repellent,
according to directions, when you are outdoors. dienerally recom-
mended that adults use products with 30% or leSSTDEildren

should use products with 10% or less DEET. Youalaa use products
containing picaridin or oil of lemon eucalyptusrapellents. These
products typically provide longer-lasting proteatio
