With a winter storm expected to move through the area this weekend, the Town of Munster would like to share a few friendly reminders to help everyone stay safe and keep our community running smoothly.
Snow & Ice Removal
In accordance with Town ordinances, residents and property owners are responsible for clearing snow and ice from sidewalks adjacent to their property within the required time after snowfall ends. Prompt removal helps ensure safe passage for pedestrians, school children, seniors, and emergency personnel.
Snow Placement
Please remember that it is unlawful to push, shovel, or blow snow into public streets or roadways. Snow placed in the street creates hazardous driving conditions and interferes with snowplowing operations. Snow should be placed on your property whenever possible.
On-Street Parking
During and following significant snow events, residents are reminded to comply with posted snow emergency parking restrictions. Vehicles parked on the street may prevent plows from clearing curb-to-curb, slowing down operations for the entire neighborhood.
Fire Hydrants & Visibility
If you have a fire hydrant near your home, we ask for your assistance in keeping it clear of snow. Clearing hydrants and maintaining visibility at intersections can make a critical difference during emergencies.
Travel Safely
Please allow extra time for travel, reduce speeds, and give snowplows plenty of room to operate. Crews will be working diligently throughout the storm to keep roadways safe.
Thank you for your cooperation and for doing your part to help keep Munster safe and accessible during winter weather. We appreciate your patience and community spirit as our crews work through the storm.
