Fire Prevention Week and Open House!! Fire Prevention Week is
October 7th through the 13th. The theme for the Week is “Look.
Listen. Learn. Be Aware. Fire can happen anywhere.” During
this week, firefighters visit the local schools to bring the
prevention week theme and fire safety awareness to the students.

On Saturday, October 13th the Munster Fire Department will be
hosting its annual Fire Prevention Week Open House. The event,
which runs from 11 a.m. — 3:30 p.m.,, is free and open to the
public. Fire Station No. 2, located at 550 Fisher Street, will host
the event, as in years past. We encourage all residents of Munster
and surrounding communities to attend and bring their families &
friends. There is something to do for everyone. Some of the
events for the day include: Antique fire engine rides, live
extrication demonstrations, fire safety house, informational
displays, hands-on training with a fire hose, free literature, door
prizes, food, a live house fire demonstration and much more.
