. Spring rains can cause flooding

of yards and streets. Most of

the time flooding can be

prevented by making sure the
drain grates are kept free of debris. It doesn’t take much
to clog a drain and have it cause significant flooding of
streets and/or yards. As material such as leaves, twigs,
and litter are washed from the ground surface it collects
onto the drain grating and acts like a rubber plug. The
flow of water runoff into the drainage system is drastically
reduced when material collects near or on the drain
grate. Residents can do their part by helping keep drains
near your home free of debris.
